Since items such as games, CDs, 
     clothing, and toys will go home with the child who uses them, donations are always needed.
St.Vincent Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU).
Infant holding chairs
These chairs are specially made to give NICU parents the proper support to hold their babies, 
     thus allowing physical contact which would not otherwise be possible.  Up to 20 additional 
     chairs are needed at a cost of $2,000 each.  (Can contribute cash to help purchase item.)
Giraffe isolettes
These are specialized infant isolettes for the smallest babies in the NICU.  15 additional isolettes 
     are needed at a cost of $15,000 each.  (Can contribute cash to help purchase item.)
Continuous bedside EEG monitoring
This equipment monitors the brain activity of the NICU’s smallest babies constantly (while 
     standard equipment only allows for intermittent testing), improving the quality of care for 
     these fragile newborns.  5 bedside EEG monitors are needed at a cost of $37,000 each.
